
FACILITY POLICIES  
Parking 

Parking is permitted only in areas marked as parking spaces.  Please park in 
these spaces only. Vehicles parked in other areas will be towed at the owner’s 
expense.   

Handicap parking spaces are reserved only for vehicles that have proper 
handicap identification.  All other vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.   

Behavior 

Team Reps are responsible for ensuring that individuals, including spectators, 
observe all TSZ rules, regulations, and policies associated with their team. TSZ 
reserves the right to expel any individual or team from TSZ property , without 
refund, for misconduct committed therein. 

All teams must have a coach or team rep that is 21 or older present at all games. 

Teams must sit at proper bench as designated on league schedules 
(Home/Visitor). This is necessary for accurate scorekeeping by refs. 

Teams are responsible for cleaning up their bench areas after games/practices. 
Please do not leave any garbage behind. There are garbage cans conveniently 
located near all benches. 

Parents or Legal Guardians are responsible for their children’s behavior at all 
times while in the facility .   

Actions by spectators, coaches and/or players may result in on the field 
penalties, suspension or termination of a match, and in some cases forfeiture of 
the match. Any individual may be ordered to leave the TSZ property for any 
reason at any time.   

Verbal and/or physical abuse of TSZ referees or staff will not be tolerated.     

Prohibited Activities / Substances 

? Bringing outside food or drinks into TSZ at any time.  Food and drink 
purchases may be made at the concessions area and the various 
vending machines located throughout the facility. 

? Spitting on the fields. 
? Bringing alcohol or tobacco products on to TSZ property. 
? Bringing gum, candy or food onto the field or into the team bench 

area. 
? Bringing glass containers into the facility. 
? Kicking/passing balls against any walls in the facility.  Balls will be 

confiscated – NO EXCEPTIONS. 
? Passing, and/or handling of lacrosse balls anywhere other than on 

the fields.  Lacrosse balls will be confiscated – NO EXCEPTIONS. 
? Running, tag, or horseplay of any kind are prohibited 

? No pets are allowed in the facility. 
? Skateboards/Skateshoes are prohibited in the facility. 
? NO CLEATS ALLOWED – Sneakers, Flats or Turf shoes only. 

 

 

 

 

Lost and Found 

TSZ is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged articles. Lost and found 
storage is located in the TSZ front office. Items will be retained for the duration of 
the current session only. Lost water bottles, socks, towels, and other frequently 
abandoned or lost items will not be retained.  
 

Arcade/Vending Machines 

TSZ is not responsible for monies lost in vending machines. 
 

Spectator Etiquette 

Be courteous to those sitting in the bleacher area, and refrain from standing on or 
in front of the bleachers.  Refrain from game watching or coaching from behind 
goal areas.    
 

Complaints  

The team manager or coach is the only individual authorized to submit complaints 
to TSZ management regarding the conduct or decisions of the game referee or 
facility staff.  All complaints must be made in writing. 

Any other players, coaches, or associated spectators who approach 
management with complaints will be asked to submit them through their team 
manager or coach.  Absolutely no complaints by any individual may be 
directed toward the referee or staff, at penalty of expulsion from the 
facility and possible further disciplinary sanction to the associated team. 

 

Injuries / Medical Emergencies 

It is recommended that managers and coaches, at each game, carry medical 
release forms, medical kits, and extra uniforms (as a player with a bloody 
uniform may not continue). 

In the event that a parent/guardian cannot be reached in an emergency, TSZ 
reserves the right to seek emergency care for the injured player, including 
ambulance assistance or hospital care, as may be deemed necessary under the 
circumstances at that time.

Individuals utilizing The Sports Zone do so at their own risk. The property 
owner(s), league operators, officers, and staff assume no liability for any injuries 
or accidents which may occur.
